Beginning With Your Kindle (4th Generation)
Basics

· There is a small gray power button on the bottom of the kindle.  Pressing and holding this button for several seconds will turn the kindle off.  Pressing it once and releasing will turn the kindle on, put it into sleep mode or wake it up.
· The screen of this kindle is not touch sensitive. Most navigation will be done using the buttons near the bottom of the device.  

· There are also two buttons on each side of the kindle that can be used to turn pages.
User’s Guide
· Push the “home” button (marked with a small house symbol) to bring up a list of available documents. 

· Using the square central button, navigate up or down the list until Kindle User’s Guide is selected.

·  Press the center of the square button to open the guide. 

The User’s Guide will explain many of the kindle’s main features and will also direct you to sources of further information about kindles and troubleshooting resources.
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
