Beginning With Your Nook Tablet
Basics
· There is a silver power button on the upper left side of the nook.  Pressing and holding this button for three seconds will turn the nook on or off.  Pressing it once and releasing will put the nook into sleep mode or wake it up.
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The screen of this nook is touch-sensitive.  Pages can be turned by swiping across the screen or tapping the sensitive areas at the sides of the screen.
· There is a small button at the bottom of the nook, shaped like this:              If the nook is on, pushing this button will bring up a menu at the bottom of the screen.  If the nook is in sleep mode, pressing this button and then dragging a finger left to right across the screen will wake it up and unlock it.

Tablet Quick Guide
· If you do not see the Tablet Quick Guide on your home screen, push the n button at the bottom of your nook to make the menu appear.  

· One of your options is an icon labeled “Library.” Tap this icon and a list of documents will appear. You can scroll through this list by dragging your finger up or down the screen.

·  Tap the picture marked Tablet Quick Guide to open the guide.
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We recommend a read-through of the Tablet Quick Guide as one of the first things you should do with your e-reader.  The guide will explain many of the nook’s features and give you enough information to get going. For more in-depth information, try the Tablet User Guide, also found under Library.
